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NARRATIVE

The Weber County records, beginning with the original patent from the United States to William Gill ea Mareh 10,
1870, were researched to determine the original property descriptions and ties to the section corner. The recerde shew
that the land abutting 1200 South on the south going west from a centerline of 1200 West to, what is nmow, the west side
of the Willard Canal was divided into three parcels of specific widths being tied by metes and bounds to the ocemterlinme
of 1200 West, as it existed and/or the SE corner of the NE 1/4 of Section 24, T6N, R2W, SLM. UDOT, in 1942, prepared
some drawings of 1200 South locating existing fences by station with distances right & left to these fences. This 1942
information established the width of 1200 South of 1200 South at 66 feet, established the centerlines of 1200 Vest gping
north and the centerline south. The Weber County Surveyor, Washington Jenkins (circa 1900) prepared a map vhich showed
1200 South at +/- 66 feet between fences at 1200 West and nothing on 1200 West. The UDOT ‘42 data establishes that the
centerline of 1200 West going south was 4.5 feet east of the centerline going north and that the centerline of 1200
South was 5.0 feet south of the survey line. (See Detail No. 3). A field survey by HAI indicated that the existing SE
corner of the NE 1/4 was incorrectly located. The Weber County Surveyor's office has recently confirmed this fact based
on data shown on Washington Jenkin’s plat circa 1900. Thus, this 1/4 gsection corner has not been used for control. A
field measurement from the east property line of the Willard Canal to the existing monument at 1200 West and 1200 South
indicates that the monument is 0.33 feet west of the 1942 UDOT location. When this field measurement is added te the
160.0 foot width of the Willard Canal and the 4.83 foot distance (4.5 + 0.33) to the 1942 centerline south the as¢tual
distance from the centerline south to said west property line of the Willard Canal is 10.38 feet longer than called for
in the property discriptions, thus indicating that the chain was long creating an excess of 1.0096 feet/foot. This
excess was applied to the three property widths. Starting at the UDOT ‘42 station for the centerline of 1200 West golng
south adding these widths consecutively, the station of each of the fence lines (property lines) established by UDOT im
1942 are achieved thus indicating the procedure to be correct and the best available data on which to bese preperty
surveys in the southwest quadrant of the 1200 West & 1200 South intersection.

The Weber County records show the following transactions on the property being surveyed begin in Bk. T page 257 and
i1s dated Feb. 1, 1856. The description 1{s consistent thru the acquistion by Vida Morris Blakesly from Seymour Stewart
Hewitt on 2/3/69 recorded in Bk. 911 page 660. In order to establish the property lines the same excees (1.0096
fr./ft/) was applied to the foregoing description distances, under the assumption the same or comparable chain was used
to make the first measurements of the property. This increased all of the lengths as shown as Detail No. 2.

On January 23, 1959, V.M. Blakesly deeded the following property to Clyde G. Morris (Bk. 603 page 163) which is the
property now owned by Ray J. Hartley and wife as shown on the certificate.

Part of the NE 1/4 of Section 24, T6N, R24W, S.L.M.; Beginning at a point 16.55 chains north to center of street
and 18.25 chains west and 232.70 feet S 3° 45° E from the SE corner of satd 1/4 section; thence S 3° 45’ £ 160.0
feet; thence S 76° 45° E 216.48 feet to center of street; thence N 0° 45 W 210 feet more or less to a point east
of beginning; thence West 220.0 feet to beginning.

The foregoing description includes three fixed distances, i.e., the 232,70 feet, the 160.0 feet and the 220.0 feet
and these distances have been used for control. The excess of 1,0096 ft./ft. has been applied to the distance from the
centerline of 1200 West, west along 1200 South because both of these distances were in chains and were consistent with
the original description for the entire tract. The distance of 216.48 feet along the south property line went from a
fixed point to the centerline of the street and this was not specific. Forced closure calculations indicate that this
distance needed to be 1.6 feet short and that the length along the centerline of 1200 West would be 209.52 feet as
compared to the 210 feet more or less. The property thus acquired by Clyde G. Morris/Ray J. Hartley is shown on Detail
No. 2. The shaded area on the south and east is property still technically owned by V. M. Blakesly.

Seymour Stewart Hewitt owned the property immediately to the west of V. M. Blakesly. On February 3, 1969, Seymour
Stewart Hewitt quit claimed the following property to V. M. Blakesly (Bk. 911 page 660):

Commencing at a point in the center of both 1200 West and 1200 South Street, said County Monument was 16.55 chains
North and 14.70 chains West of the East Quarter Corner of Section 24, Township 6 North, Range 2 West, Salt Lake
Base and Meridian,; thence South 39° 43’ 35" West 51.63 feet to the Northeast Corner of property and the beginning
point of this description; thence North 89° 03’ 15" West along the South line of the State Road 200.5 feet to
existing fence line; thence South 3° 09’ 45’ East 192.53 feet, more or less, along said fence to the South line of
Grantor’s property; thence South 890 31° Fast 191.25 feet to the West line of 1200 West Street; thence North 0°
25" West 190.55 feet along the West line of 1200 West Street to the point of beginning.

On March 6, 1969, V. M. Blakesly quit claimed to Seymour Stewart Hev'tt (Bk 912 page 132) the following:

Commmencing at a point in the center of both 1200 West and 1200 South Street, said county monument was 16.55
chains north and 14.70 chains west of the east quarter corner of Section 24, Township 6 North, Range 2 West, Salt
Lake Base and Meridian, thence S 39° 43’ 35" West 51.63 feet to the northeast corner of property of Gramtor,
thence N 89° 03’ 15" west along the south line of the State Road 200.5 feet to existing fence line and beginning
point of the description; thence S 3° 09’ 45" East 192.53 feet along said fence; thence west . « . «

The two foregoing quit claims establish by description, a common property line in an existing fence between V. M.
Blakesly and Seymour S. Stewart, both properties being tied to the existing County Monument. The quit claim to V. M.
Blakesly establishes the common line, as apparently surveyed, between the property sold by V. M. Blakesly to Clyde G.
Morris in 1959. xOnnn»:w the bearing of 1200 South to coincide with the historical bearing of N 89% 30’ W cause this
common line to bear S 3~ 36° 30" E. The other rotated bearings are shown on Detail No. 2 with the proeprty line
parallel to the centerline of 1200 West becoming N 0° 51 45" W as confirmed by field measurements. This description
for V. M. Blakesly shows that the fence line projected to the existing 1200 South centerline was 3.64 feet west of the
original description location and 4.21 feet west of the northwest corner of the Clyde G. Morris property and the fence

line did not parallel the original property bearing at S 3° 45 East thus necessitating the quit claim deed.

The V. M. Blakesly property apparently was surveyed and established the dividing line between Clyde C. Morris and
V. M. Blakesly; therefore, the bearing of this line was used for control on the C. G. Morris th Hartly north property
line. This moved the beginning point of the C. G. Morris now Hartley property 0.19 feet S 3° 45 E (227.88 + 5.0l =
232.89 vs. 232.70 Deed from existing centerline 1200 South). The existing centerline of 1200 West south from 1200 South
18 established by the Weber County monument and a check of the existing fences and surveys indicates that the intent was
to project the road south at 66 feet wide being 33.0 feet east and 33.0 feet west. (Technically, part of the C. G.
Morris/Hartley property 1is located within the 1200 West right-of-way.) The property as surveyed, based on the foregoing
data 18 shown hereon with details of specific survey points.
