A. Culum J Mills with Jones Lang LaSalle IP, Inc. requested this survey to retrace the property boundaries of Weber County
parcel 15-029-0134. In addition, review the property title abstract for any easements. The Surveyor does not guarantee
that all easements were located, nor was the Surveyor provided with a title report. The Surveyor reviewed up to the year
1980 as available online from the paid subscription to Weber County's Recorders Web Site.

B. Line segments, as labeled, contain quotations with a letter such as "A." The lettering corresponds to this narrative. This
designation is intended to aid in expounding on the retracement principles and facts the Surveyor used to retrace the
corresponding property line. Data contained within parentheses denotes data found of record. For instance, (100.0' R45)
references the record measurement as 100.0 feet according to the corresponding document in the Data Reference Table. If
no record data is given, this indicates that the Surveyor is of the opinion that the measurement is not the same line as the
deed or it is a new boundary. The Data Reference Table has naming conventions that refer to the Grantee in a conveying
document, the client of the Record of Survey, the document's name, and the sources from which the data has been
obtained.

C. The bearing basis for this survey is North 88°15'41" West, measured between the Southeast Corner and the Southwest
Corner of Section 10, Township 6 North, Range 2 West Salt Lake Base and Meridian, U.S. Survey. This basis of bearing was
calculated from starting at the Southwest corner of said Section 10 and following the published bearings of R4 around said
Section 10.

D. The Surveyor finds it necessary to explain some of the facts and history of the property surveyed. Looking through the
abstract as part of the Surveyors scope it was found that the current monumentation of said section 10 does not add up
with the occupation of the deeds and easements found. The Surveyor believes that R1 and R2 were owned by the same
party at the time of the survey, and upon finding the ambiguity within the section. The Surveyor cleared up the ambiguity
between other land owners with boundary line agreements such as R13. As for the other, the other land owned, R2 states
that the intent of the survey was to “Change and Create 5-acre parcels for an estate settlement.”

D.a. With this understanding, elements between the boundary find R2 to be controlling along with the vesting deed R18.
The Surveyor found a number of rebar and caps around the property and used these points as a basis for rotation
and shift from the called-for section line. All interior angles between lines and other measurements around the Parcel
1 held the record.

D.b. This work was been helpful for removing some of the ambiguity of the boundaries between the parties. It should be
recognized that a boundary line agreement or rearrangement of parcels does not affect existing easements. Due to
this fact, the Surveyor did not compute possible locations for the center of Section 10 as called for by the old deed
and easements. This theoretical position was used to place R19 in its most probable location based on the facts
known at the time of the survey.

E. Held the record position of the R13, having found the fence to be newly refurbished and agreeing with other found points.

F. Property corners were monumented as shown here on and serve as a point to the research and analysis completed in this
survey. Should any data be found that is not mentioned here or that is contrary to the opinion of the Surveyor, it should be
presented for consideration.
